SORRA GENERAL MEETING
27TH AUGUST 2008.

MEETING OPENED: by Geoff Basden at 8.16pm

APOLOGIES: Matt McKerihan, David Nikiforoff, Bradley Bishop.

MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING were read and their acceptance moved by Ian Irons, Seconded Ross Barnes.  Motion Carried.

BUSINESS ARISING FROM MINUTES: Gavin Mickle asked if Race suits were required for private practise.  Response is yes.  Whilst in vehicle on the track crew must both be attired in full race gear, including race suits, boots etc and be strapped in and using safety nets etc.  Geff Basden and Jeff Cripps have been discussing wether we should ask one person from each practise group to be nominated to be responsible for ensuring the safety for the group.

TREASURER’S REPORT: Balance brought forward $2,581.76 Outgoing $1,733.26 incoming $1,715.00 leaving closing balance of $2,563.50

STATE PANEL REPORT: 
Jeff Cripps reported that the vote was once again held over on making it compulsory to have a separate refuel area.  He said that Maurie had pointed out that it was not in the NCR’s and could leave the panel liable if any accident occurred because the panel required a separate refuel area.  Sue Zettyl asked Jeff if he had received her email to the effect that we are required to provide a separate refuel area as part of Standing Regulations for National Events this year which usually had a flow on affect to at least State Level events.

AORCOM REPORT:
Sue recently attended a face to face meeting in Melbourne.  Tri-Series will continue in 2009.  Fees will go up. Discussed $50 to hold your competition number and $50 to be an entrant for AORC events.  Trophy Karts specs. Have been approved.  No one has been given sole manufacturing rights, but the plans etc will have to be purchased.  As of 1st October 2008 amendment to GR24.  Suits must be FAI or SFI approved, socks FAI approved.  Next year underwear must be fire resistant.  

The survey that Sue was carrying out at Warialda last year has been completed and ways of reducing the side opening of older cars is being discussed.  A group of drivers approached to assist in managing safety and speed.

There will be only 5 rounds of National Events next year as Donald were unable to change the date they had applied for, and committee was determined to have the events spread out over the year with six weeks between National events.

Also bunting will no longer be sufficient to close off a road where it is unclear which road to use if bunting has been taken out.  Mildura’s problems in this area were noted, and also that there had been considerable risk of head on collision because bunting had been taken out.
GENERAL BUSINESS:
Simon Webb took footage of Milbrodale and put some of this on UTube.  Steve Maher has been speaking with him and he is interested in taping our State Round in November.  Steve said that he would approach the meeting and find out what was required for him to be given permission to tape the event.  Geoff asked if he was CAMS accredited and Steve said that he didn’t know.  Elaine said that CAMS still haven’t put in place a program for the accreditation of Video/DVD camera work at events and that normally the Event Director used their own discretion as to who they allowed on to the track for this purpose.  Usually they needed to be attached to some type of sporting program or television station.  Simon has done some filming or rally sprints and is involved with producing training video’s for mining and other industries.  Geoff said that he would contact him and tell him he is welcome to film our event but must give us certificate of currency for Public Liability, Worker’s Comp if applicable etc., the same as our other sub-contractors.

Pieter Hollowood has resigned as Point Scorer. Steve has agreed to do it for the remained of this year and Bob Stansfield, asked Steve to show him how to do it and he will take over next year.

Geoff said that the latest news from Nissan was that they can’t and their insurer hasn’t verified that we were covered by their insurance for the 2006 Nissan Trials.  Jeff Cripps has been consulting Charles Stanford of Stanford Lawyers who suggested that we forward a Statement of Defence to Keddies.
Fee for Nissan to hire track for 2008 is $5,500.00  Question of wether we will again operate the canteen at the Nissan Trials.  We do make quite a bit of money from this canteen which keeps our membership fees down and also race entry fees for our own events.  Unfortunately organising it and actually having people to man it has become harder and harder each year.  It has been left for too long to Ian Irons and the Boyd family, who especially need to bow out now.  Ian Irons has offered to assist anyone willing to take on the organisation this year (i.e. assisting with contacting our suppliers and organising roster of people to serve) but he would like to take a back seat next year.  We need to make a decision on this very quickly as we must let Nissan know in time for them to invite some other organisation to do so if SORRA decides not to hold the canteen.  Beside someone willing to learn the organisational side of running it we also need 20 to 25 people willing to actually work in the canteen on Saturday and Sunday.  Preferably different people for each day.  This is a chance for people that can’t ordinarily make working bees etc a chance to help their club and watch some of the trials as well.  There is something for everyone, man the barbecue, butter bread, wash up, take the money or just serve the food.  Remember many hands make light work. Geoff said he would put a notice on the website.
