SUPPLEMENTARY REGULATIONS
1. TITLE & NATURE OF EVENT
The event is entitled the Sydney Off Road Racing Association Club Round. It is Round 1 of the SORRA Club Championship and Round 1 of the SORRA Junior Championship. It is to be conducted at Colo Park, Putty Road, Colo Heights, 61kms north of Windsor Bridge, 43.5km south of the Halfway Café, Howes Valley on the 27th & 28th February 2010. The event is a Short Course Off Road Event run in a clockwise direction over sand and clay during daylight hours.  It is designed to test Driver’s skills and car preparation over a distance of approximately 5.2km on long course or 2 km on prologue course (depending on conditions). The Junior Course is approximately 1.5 km.

2. AUTHORITY AND PERMIT
The Event will be conducted under the provisions of the International Sporting Code of the FIA and the National Competition Rules of CAMS, the Off Road Standing Regulations for Short Course events and these Supplementary Regulations and any further Regulations which may be issued. Where these regulations differ from the Standing Regulations, the Standing Regulations will take precedence. Any final instructions that may be issued will have the same force as these regulations subject to NCR’s 69 & 89. The Event will be conducted in accordance with CAMS OH & S and Risk Management Policies, which can be found on the CAMS website at www.cams.com.au and will be displayed at Event Headquarters.

5. DOCUMENTS YOU MUST BRING
Documents to be brought to Event Headquarters: Vehicle Log Book, Proof of Current Club Membership, current CAMS competition licence and Record of Competition Book.

6. CONDITIONS AND REQUIREMENT OF ENTRY

(a) The event is open to vehicles in category 4, group F.

(b) AN UNAUTHORISED PERSON IN A RACE VEHICLE IS PROHIBITED and can result in disqualification by the Event Director or whatever penalty a Steward Orders.

(c) Crew changes will be permitted after the start of the event, but only with Event Secretary or Directors permission.

(d) The minimum licence accepted for this event is as follows:

NO – National Off Road

NON – National Off Road Navigator
NOJ – National Off Road Junior

NONJ – National Off Road Navigator Junior

NONSE – National Off Road Single Event

(e) Minimum age for drivers is 16 years old and 14 years for           navigators.

(f) Junior drivers aged 14 years are eligible to compete in the Junior Championship but must have a navigator who holds a civil licence, or who is 18 years or older.

(g) Entries open at 1.00 p.m. on Saturday 27th Feb 2010 and close Sunday 7.00 a.m. 28th Feb 2010. Cheques should be made payable to SORRA.

7. ENTRY FEE
Entry fee is $120.00 for buggies and $60.00 for Juniors. No extra fee for additional crew. The Organisers reserve the right to refuse entry at their absolute discretion in accordance with NCR 83. In the instance of an entry not being accepted, the entry fee will be refunded in full.
8. SCRUTINY
Scrutiny will be conducted at Colo on Saturday 27th Feb2010  from 1.00 p.m. to 2.00 p.m.
9. RECONNAISSANCE
Reconnaissance of course at 2.15 p.m. Saturday. No vehicle will be permitted to commence reconnaissance after 2.30 p.m. Juniors will start reconnaissance at 2.30 of Junior Track only.
10. RUNNING DETAILS
(a) Briefing to be held at The Event Headquarters at 3.00p.m. Saturday 27th Feb and 8.00a.m. Sunday 28th Feb 2010. Briefings are COMPULSORY FOR ALL DRIVERS AND NAVIGATORS, and you must sign on. If a competitor fails to attend or sign, they will not be permitted to complete in that day’s competition, however, a briefing may be provided for that competitor if time permits and at the Director’s discretion.

(b) The event will consist of approximately six heats at Director’s discretion.

N.B. ALL JUNIORS DRIVERS OR NAVIGATORS MUST HOLD VALID CAMS JUNIOR LICENSE.  NO SINGLE EVENT LICENSE IS AVAILABLE FOR JUNIORS.

JUNIOR DRIVERS MAY ONLY COMPETE ON JUNIOR TRACK. (AS PER AGREEMENT WITH NSW SPORTS & RECREATION).

(c) During competition competitors may enter the pits via the old pit entry, and will re-enter competition via the normal start line when instructed by the starting officials, if time permits.  Speed limit in pits is walking pace.

11. SAFETY REQUIREMENTS
(a) VEHICLES AND CREWS MUST COMPLY WITH NATIONAL COMPETITION RULES.
(b) All vehicles shall comply with the General Requirements for Off Road vehicles, the Specific Requirements for the relevant class and the provisions of Schedule A and B as appropriate.

(c) CAMS approved goggles or visors (no glass) must be worn where vehicles are not fitted with approved windscreens.

(d) All Crew Members apparel must conform to CAMS Schedule D article 3 (d), as a minimum.

(e) A CAMS approved safety harness must be worn by all crew members.

(f) A type 4 or 5 roll cage must be fitted as per G.R. 18.

(g) Each vehicle must carry a tagged (stamped) fire extinguisher of at least 1.8kg capacity or two extinguishers at 0.9kg capacity each.
(h) An effective muffler must be fitted to all vehicles. A LIMIT OF 95dba IS REQUIRED. (Noise levels may be monitored).

(i) Window safety nets and/or wrist restraints must be fitted to all vehicles.

(j) Vehicle lights to comply with CAMS Manual 4F GR 24.
(k) Vehicles must comply with new Side Intrusion Regulation.

12.  COMPETITION NUMBERS
All vehicles must display a competition number as allocated by CAMS. Any competitors not advising a number will be allocated one by the organisers.  Competitors may request a particular number if available. A vertical fin will be compulsory.

13. ELIGIBILITY OF VEHICLES
PRO-BUGGY (2 DIGITS) – 1650-6000cc including all with forced induction – 1 or 2 seats

PRO-LITE BUGGY (3 digits starting with 1) – Normally aspirated up to 3500cc – 1 or seats

SUPER 1650 BUGGY (3 digits starting with 2) – 1330-1650cc inclusive of Turbo correctional factors etc – 2 seats

SPORTSMAN BUGGY (3 digits starting with 3) – Up to 1330cc inclusive of Turbo correctional factors etc – 2 seats

CLUBMAN BUGGY (3 digits starting with 6) – Up to 1650cc with many other restrictions – 1 or 2 seats

PERFORMANCE 2WD (3 digits starting with 5) – Up to 6000cc limited modifications to a production vehicle – 2 seats

EXTREME 2WD (3 digits starting with 4) – Up to 6000cc highly modified and including Baja – 1 or 2 seats.

PRODUCTION 4WD (3digits starting with 7) – Up to 6000cc restricted modification production 4wd – 2 seats

EXTREME 4WD (3 digits starting with 8) – Up to 6000cc highly modified derived from production 4wd – 2 seats

Juniors

14. TIMING
Timing will be to the elapsed second. A competitor’s score shall be his total time for all heats. To be considered a finisher in a heat, competitors must complete 100% of the course, passing through all controls. Timing officials will be deemed judges of fact and competitors are reminded that there is no right to protest against a judge of fact. Cars will start 30 seconds apart, one at a time at Director’s discretion depending on dust.

15. POSTPONEMENT, ABANDONMENT OR CANCELLATION
The organisers are empowered to postpone, alter, abandon or cancel the Event at their sole discretion. In the event of cancellation for more that 24 hours, entry fees will be refunded with NCR 59.

16. PROTESTS
Protests will only be accepted if lodged in accordance with Part XII of NCR’s.

17. PENALTIES
As per CAMS manual, however, special note must be made of the following

(a) Any competitor missing a control will be deemed to have NOT completed that lap and at the same time to be subject to penalty of sixty (60) minutes.

(b) The penalty for short cutting, or deviation from the course, other than missing control/s will be thirty (30) minutes, exclusion will apply for second offence.

(c) Jumping the start – two (2) minute penalty.

18.  ALCOHOL AND SMOKING
During any event, consumption of alcoholic beverages in the paddock, pits or any other portion of the competition venue under the control of the officials is expressly forbidden until all practice or competition activity is concluded for each day.  Any driver or crew member who is found to be affected by alcohol on the day of the event or practice therefore shall not be permitted to participate.  Refer NCR 145A of the Current CAMS Manual. In addition, the persons concerned will be subject to the Articles of the Standard Operating Procedure for Alcohol Testing and CAMS Anti-Doping Policy. Competitors, crews or officials may be randomly tested for alcohol by a CAMS Accredited Testing Official (CATO) or other drugs at any time during the event(s).

19. CAMS REQUIREMENTS
Details not covered by these Supplementary Regulations nor further regulations, will be governed by the provision of the Confederation of Australian Motor sport. Competitors are strongly advised to familiarise themselves with the relevant rules and regulations.

20. AWARDS
Trophies will be awarded in all classes, plus first Outright.  Presentation of Trophies will take place after the event at the track.
21. COURSE MARKERS
The course is marked as per standing regulations for Short Course Off Road Events.

22. GENERAL
(a) It is the responsibility of each Crew to provide fuel for the entire event.
(b) The course officials will be deemed judges of fact.

(c) Each competitor will be issued with competitor passes and two (2) pit passes, which will permit entry to the pits.

(d) Persons who do not hold appropriate passes are not allowed in the pits whilst events are in progress. All children must have adult supervision and NO children under sixteen (16) years of age are allowed in the pits unless entered as part of a race crew.

(e) The organising committee will not allow vehicle testing on access road or in the pit area at any time.  This will bring about exclusion from the event. If you need to test your vehicles, see the event director.

(f) All competing vehicles must stay in the pit area for the duration of the race meeting.  All mechanical repairs must be done in the pit area.

23. LATE TIME
(a) Late time on each group, being that section of the entered field contesting a heat, shall be the double the elapsed time of the fastest car in that group.  Cars still running, but which will be unable to complete the heat within the late time may be stopped from completing their remaining laps in that heat.

(b) Any vehicle causing a track blockage or re-start shall be relegated to start at the rear of the group.

(c) Cars arriving late to the grid after their start time has commenced will not be permitted to start until the last car has left the grid in that group or at the director’s discretion.

(d) Should a car miss its allocated group entirely then it will not be permitted to start in another group within that heat.

24. RECOVERY
Cars shall be recovered after each heat, or at the director’s discretion.

25. OTHER CLUBS
Members of other clubs are welcome to compete if they purchase a day club membership and can conform to the rest of these Supplementary Regulations.

26. Catering will be available at the track on Saturday. Saturday night and Sunday.

27. There is no water suitable for drinking at the track.

28. Personal Accident insurance is effected by the purchase of a CAMS Off Road Licence. Public Risk insurance is effected by the Organisers.

29. All welding must be done in the designated Hot Area in the pit area.

30. REFUELLING
As per Off Road Standing Regulations 4.5 pg 12-3. Refuelling must be done in the designated refuel area, with vehicles switched off, occupants out of vehicle before filler cap is removed. All persons involved in refuelling operations, or within one metre of refuelling or venting points whilst the vehicle is being refuelled, shall be attired in at least shoes and socks, and non-flammable clothing from wrist to neck to ankle.
